Mesopotamian Mausoleum
Recently Uncovered
By Yale Expert

The remains of two ancient
Mesopotamians in a mummified
condition have been uncovered by
one of the nation’s most highly-
regarded archaeologists. The dis-
covery tock place in a mausoleum
recently excavated near Karplunget,
a village in the western foothills of
Iraq.

An investigation of the ancient
edifice was undertaken by Professor
Arthur T. Cartright, of the Yale
University School of Archaeclogy.
Dr. Cartright delivered a discourse
on his findings yesterday evening
before the semi-annual meeting of
the members of the American Ar-
chaeclogical Society.

Dr. Cartright informed the So-
ciety's members that it was prob-
able that one of the mummies was
Mumaturhuuphon IV, a Mesopo-
tamian ruler who is believed to
have lived between 2980 and 2900
B.C. The other mummy appears to
have been a female Mesopotamian
who lived in approximately the
same period.

In addition to the remains of
the two individuals, the Professor
also discovered other significant rel-
ics. Among these were”an unspeci-
fied number of eating and drinking
impliments and a stone carved “uz”,
which experts identified as an early
Mesopotamian weapon.

Professor Cartright's discover-
ies were received with credibility
and scholarly interest by the Soci-
ety's members.
