A SIMPLE OUTLINE OF HOW TO SCORE IN BOWLING...

Scoring is o foscinating ond. enjoyable part of the'game of bowling. If
you know how to score, you ore indeed fortunate, mainly because scoring
gives you a chance fo sit down. Here, then, is o brief simple outline of
how to keep score. To make it even simpler, we have supplied o typical
seore (above) which you can follow while learning. Ready? Then here goes...

A game of bowling consists of ten innings, or frames. There are ten pins
set up for'each frame, and you have two balls, or chances to knotk os many
of them down as you can. If you'knock down, say, seven pins with your two
balls in the first frame, you put o seven in the first frame’s big box.
No, the little box is not for the score the midgets bowling in the nmext
alley make, the litte box is in cose you' moke a spare or o strike. If you
knock down all ten pins with your two balls, thot is a'spare. If you
knock down all fen pins with your first ball, that is o strike. If you moke
o spare, you don’t put anything down in the big box, you put a spare
sign in the ittle box. This gives you fen pins plus the amount of pins
you knock down with your mext ball. If you get o strike, you, put o
strike sign in the little box, and this gives you fen pins plus the amount
of pins you knock down with your next two balls. Thus, if you get a spare
in the first fraome, and you knock down eight pins with the first ballin
the second frame, you can see that you get eighfeen in the first frome. If
you get o strike in the first frome and knock down nine pins with both
balls in the second frame, you tan see that you get nineteen in the first
frame and nine more in the second frame, for o total of twenty-gight.

However, if you gef ten pins with_both balls in the second frame, you can
see that this gives you twenty points.in the first frame and a spore sign in
the second frame, which means that in the second frame, you'll add ten
points to the twenfy in the first frame plus the amount of pins you knock
down with the first'ball in the'third frame. Now, if you get a strike with the
first ball in the second frome; and you already had a sirike in thefirst
frame, then you can’t put anything down in.the first frame because; as you
can see, you still have another ball.coming which won't be rolled fill the
third frame. Thus, the pins you knock down withthat first ball in the third
frame will be added to-the fen pinsyou knocked down with the strike ball
in the second frame, and all that will be added to the tén pins you knocked
down with the strike ball in the first frome fo give you your ffirst frome's
score. \Then, the pins you knock down with-the second bull you roll in
the third frame will be odded. fo the pins you knocked down with the
first ball in the third frame, and thot will be added fo the tem pins you
knocked down with the strike ball in<the second frame which' will be
added fo the score in the first frame to give you the score in the second
frame.’ Now, ‘if you happen to get a strike with the first ball you roll in
the third frame, then you still owe one more ball to the second frame which
won’t be rolled fill the fourth frome, and which will be the first of the
two you owe to the third frame, ond . . .

Well, os you can see, when if comes to scoring, here is one place where
you con get rid of plenty pent-up hostility.
